The SLT and Governors recognise that every year the school may identify different priorities which need addressing for pupils in receipt of PP.

The school will measure the impact of the PPG during each Autumn Term ( this will link to the Annual Data  Outcomes Analysis). In addition we analyse all pupil data mid way during the school year and hold termly meetings with teachers and deputy head teacher to review individual pupil progress.
The school will additionally identify key priorities for the next allocation of the pupil premium grant and establish appropriate cost codes within the  budget for the next academic year; these cost codes are scrutinised by SLT and F&S governor sub-committee of the Governing body.
